Motion made by Supervisor Henry to purchase an AED for a maximum of $2500.00; seconded by Supervisor Gantz.  Motion carried unanimously.  Shippensburg EMS has agreed to purchase the unit for the township and is also willing to provide training when the unit is delivered.  
· PSATS Convention:  Motion made by Supervisor Henry to pay hourly rate for any who want to attend; seconded by Supervisor Gantz.  Motion carried unanimously.
