· Contacted Marcus 2 times.  Complained about the renters.  Received a letter from Mr. Solimon’s attorney.  Stated one problem is they have no trash service. · New backhoe had boom fixed, new bucket was delivered and installed, compactor was delivered.

· Invoice amount was $136,000 (if did $14,000 trade-in), owed $122,000.  We did not do trade-in.  Got loan through Santander for $122,000.  Made a downpayment of $22,000 so we currently owe $100,000 on the loan.

· Line painting was done by Alpha Space

· Road patching on Mountain View Rd & Furnace Hollow Road completed by Wilson Paving.

· Pesticide Training/re-certification has been paid for.  Will do in next few months.

· 2016 Dodge & 2021 Freightliner has been inspected.  2016 Dodge needs some work done.  Currently at Gaumer’s in Chambersburg waiting on repairs.  2021 Freightliner recall has been taken care of.

· Had to purchase a new Epson WF 4830 printer for the office.  The HP printer ‘died’.  Took to Staples to get fixed.  They would not entertain fixing a printer.  Said they do not mess with them because they aren’t meant to be fixed…just replace them.  Secretary currently dealing with warranty company to get a replacement or a refund.

· Township polo shirts:  If any employee wants one, let Dave know so he can purchase.  Secretary will send everyone a mock-up and details of the shirts (i.e. colors, sizes, etc.)

· Would like to have an “appreciation dinner” for the twp staff, variance board, solicitor, etc. to say THANK YOU!!  Marcus said this is allowed.  Details will be provided to the everyone once reservations are made.  – Motion by Supervisor Gantz to move forward with dinner; seconded by Supervisor Henry.  Motion carried unanimously.
